reportable condition, 

significant deficiency or 
violation of grant 

agreement then must 
provide copy to Auditor 

within 30 days 

Before awarding state 
grant VERIFY government 

is not debarred from 
receiving state grant. One 

of: Contractual Clause; 
Separate Notarized sworn 

statement; AND Direct 
Confirmation from the 

Auditor that the entity is 
not debarred. 

Check with State 
Grantor Agencies to 
ascertain whether 

there are State Grant 
Reporting 

Requirements 

Ensure grant is 
expended in accordance 

with applicable laws 
and agreements 

Submit Audit 
Report/Agreed Upon 

Procedures Report 
and/or Sworn 
Statement to
